“This is great news,” touted Ivan Tital, Billionaires For Bush D.C. Chapter Chair. “With this new legislation, my own companies can continue to use bankruptcy as a ‘creative accounting' tool when necessary, but my banks have more power to go after families and working Americans who fall on hard times.”

More than half of Americans who file for bankruptcy do so because of unforeseen medical bills, with most of the others filing because of job loss or divorce. Yet, insisted Robin Eublind, NYC chapter member, the less than 3% of filers who abuse the system must be stopped at the expense of everyone else. He added, "Except for the multi-millionaires who shelter their money in Florida, Texas, and a handful of other states. They're not abusing the system really! They're just clever.”

When informed that bankruptcy judges have argued that this bill will hurt more people than it helps, Lemme Wachovia, financier president of a New England banking conglomerate, was unmoved. “So what? It will help billionaires. That's why Congress has done our bidding by defending the 'millionaire loophole' that shelters assets for the super-rich people who file for bankruptcy.”

“There should be no second chances!” Insisted Letta M. Eat Cake. “And while we’re at it, we should bring back debtors' prisons for middle-class Americans who owe our banks.  $10K in debt?  That’s your problem.  $10 million in debt? What problem??

At this point, only a Senate filibuster on behalf of ordinary Americans could block the bill. When asked for the chances of that happening, Billionaire Cher Nothing smiled. "I'd say the odds are about one in national debt," she laughed.

"I mean, we bought this Congress. They owe us big!"
